In the aftermath, Arizona Cardinals safety
Pat Tilman gave up a $3.6 million contract and enlisted in the Army to serve his country. He
couldn’t enjoy the spoils of freedom while others did the dirty work to preserve it. His sense
of hone and ethics compelled him. Unfortunately, Tillman’s decision cost him his life. He
was killed by friendly fire in Afghanistan.
